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Agreement for Performance of Work

Terms of Reference for Photographers

1. Agreement for Performance of Work

These Terms of Reference form an integral part of the Agreement for Performance of Work (the “APW”) concluded between WHO and [insert full name of Photographer] (hereinafter referred to as the “Photographer”).

1. Work

1. Minimum camera resolution: 18 megapixels or larger
1. Photo size: minimum 28 cm on the short side at 300 DPI resolution.
1. Color Space: Adobe RGB
1. Complete metadata (caption, date, location, credit) will be entered into the WHO Multimedia Library 

Metadata must include:
1. What: a description of the subject / what is happening in the image
1. When: the date the image was taken
1. Who: the name and the position (if applicable) of the people depicted
1. Where: the specific location, town/city, and province/state

In performing the work, the Photographer shall comply with the applicable terms of the WHO document entitled Guidance for WHO photographers and film crews on obtaining consent  
 (the “Photo Policy”), a copy of which is attached hereto. 

Requirements regarding the use of Artificial intelligence (AI):
1. AI shall not be used to create or generate photos that depict humans or realistic settings. 
1. AI use must always be transparent and be acknowledged.​
1. Photos should not be manipulated in a way that changes the context or meaning of the image. ​They must be authentic depictions of reality.
1. WHO photos, videos with recognizable subjects must not be ingested and used in public Large Language Models (LLMs). ​
Any use of AI in tools or platforms for the pre-production, production or post-production of the Photographs shall be clearly disclosed by Photographer

1. Timelines

The Photographer warrants to WHO that:

The Photographs are his or her original work and in no way a violation of any existing copyright, and that he or she has the power to grant the rights set forth in this agreement; he or she has obtained, prior to the delivery of the Photographs to WHO, all necessary permissions for all non-original material (including, without limitation, copyrighted materials), so as to permit WHO to fully exercise its rights in the Photographs without any obligation to make any additional payments to, or obtain any permissions from, any party;  and he or she shall deliver the Photographs to WHO free and clear of any and all encumbrances of any nature whatsoever. 
1. The photographer warrants that the Photographs have not been created or manipulated using Artificial Intelligence tools/platforms and that any use of AI is in accordance with the Requirements stated in section 4 above. 


1. Consent of Subjects

The Photographer warrants that informed consent has been obtained with regard to the name, likeness, biography, picture and clinical details of any identifiable person in the Photographs, pursuant to the requirements of the Photo Policy, including by using the WHO Declaration of Consent and Release for Photograph, Video and/or Sound Recordings. 

The Photographer shall provide to WHO such evidence of informed consent (completed WHO consent form or video) with each Photograph at the time of submission of the Photographs to WHO, with a clear explanation of which consent form goes with which image(s).  

The Photographer shall indemnify WHO from and against the full amount of any and all claims and liabilities, including legal fees and costs, arising from violation of the warranties provided in Sections 7 and 8 of these Terms of Reference, including, without limitation, any failure by the Photographer to obtain appropriate consent.

1. Use of WHO Logo 

The Photographer does not have the right to use the WHO name, emblem or logo in connection with the Photographs or otherwise, including on personal social media accounts or websites.
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
